the ASEAN Agreement on Disaster Management and Emergencv Response;
Extradition Treaties with the United Kingdom, Spain and India; Social Security

- Agreements with Portugal and Denmark; Partnerships in Environmental
Management for the Seas of East Asia (PEMSEA) Agreement; Establishing the
PEMSEA Resource Facilities Center; and the Accession to the Nagoya Protocol;

WHEREAS, she has also successfully defended and secured Senate
concurrence on the following international treaties: the ASEAN Charter Mutual
Legal Assistance Treaties with Spain, Korea and the ASEAN; the Avoidance of
Double Taxation Treaties with New Zealand, Japan and the United Arab

Agreement; the Framework Convention on Tobacco Control; the International
Labor Organization (ILO) Convention on Migration for Employment; Rotterdam
Convention for the Prior Informed Consent Procedure for Certain Hazardous
Chemicals and Pesticides in International Trade;

WHEREAS, as Chair of the Foreign Affairs Committee of the Commission
on Appointments (CA), she has posted the highest number of confirmations of
ambassadors, consuls, and other high-level officials in the Department of
Foreign Affairs;



WHEREAS, considered the top performer in terms of number of
legislative measures filed by any legislator in history, the feisty legislator with
zealous passion and tireless commitment for good governance, she has strongly
advocated for a transparent and accountable government, openly fighting graft
and corruption by initiating investigations on the anomalous traasactions of
the Priority Development Fund (PDAF);

WHEREAS, also a strong advocate of women and children’s rights, she
filed a bill, entitled: the “Child Support Act” which seeks to penalize any parent
who refuses to support a child and protects single parents, especially women,
from being financially abandoned by the child’s other parent;

WHEREAS, she likewise filed the following timely and relevant bills: the
Anti-Signage of Public Works Act; the Anti-Political Dynasty Act; the Magna
Carta for Call Center Workers; the Magna Carta for Philippine Internet
Freedom; the Barangay Workers Incentives Act; and the Tricycle Drivers
Safety Act, among others;
