1 WHEREAS, Section ii, Article II of the 1987 Constitution states that, “[t]he
2 State values the dignity of every human person and guarantees full respect for human
3 rights.”;

4 WHEREAS, Section 14, Article II of the same provides that, “[t]he State
5 recognizes the role of women in nation-building, and shall ensure the fundamental
6 equality before the law of women and men”;

7 WHERERAS, Section 1, Article XIV of the same posits “[t]he State shall protect
8 the right of all citizens to quality education at all levels and shall take appropriate steps
9 to make such education accessible to all”;

10 WHEREAS, Section 13 (c) of Republic Act no. 9710, otherwise known as the
11 “Magna Carta of Women” states that “[n]o school shall turn out or refuse admission to
12 a female student solely on the account of her having contracted pregnancy outside of
13 marriage during her term in school.”;

14 WHEREAS, Article 26 of the Civil Code states that, “[e]very person shall respect
15 the dignity, personality, privacy and peace of mind of his neighbors and other
16 persons”;
