A RESOLUTION
DIRECTING THE SENATE COMMITTEE ON JUSTICE AND 
HUMAN RIGHTS TO CONDUCT AN INQUIRY, IN AID OF 

LEGISLATION, AS TO THE CURRENT STATE OF OUR 
PRISONS, WITH THE END IN VIEW OF ESTABLISHING 

PRISONS IN EVERY REGION OF THE COUNTRY
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WHEREAS, in 1972, Presidential Decree No. 28 (P.D. 28) was 
issued to establish seven regional prisons and eonvert existing national 
penal institutions into regular prisons and penal farms;

WHEREAS, the aim of P.D. 28 was to decongest overcrowded 
national prisons, reduce the number of escapees, and promote 
rehabilitation of convicted prisoners by bringing the convicted closer to 
their homes and families;

WHEREAS, there are presently seven prisons housing convicted 
prisoners: the New Bilibid Prison (or “Bilibid” in Muntinlupa City), the 
Correctional Institution for Women (or “CIW” in Mandaluyong City), 
the Iwahig Prison and Penal Farm (or “Iwahig” in Puerto Princesa, 
Palawan), the San Ramon Prison and Penal Farm (or “San Ramon” in 
Zamboanga City), the Sablayan Prison and Penal Farm (or “Sablayan” in
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
