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With the population growing at an annual rate of 2.32 percent, demand for shelter is also
expected to increase. Given this, government policy makers are bent on providing more shelter
assistance and pursuing strategies to encourage more private sector participation in housing
production. In fact, “jumpstarting” the housing construction sector is likewise seen by government
as a major economic growth contributor that can help poverty alleviation efforts.’
